The Associate Degree in Liberal Arts: Behavioral and Social Sciences 
is concerned with providing a broad 
understanding of the social, cultural, and intellectual world in which 
we live. Behavioral and Social science students have a diverse 
interest in human problems and seek a liberal education in a broad 
spectrum of understandings, insights, and appreciations. 
Multidisciplinary in nature, this area of emphasis seeks to provide an 
understanding of the interrelationships and varied methodologies of 
its many subject areas. The goal of this area of emphasis is to 
develop students’ intellectual and emotional understanding, 
appreciation, insights, and flexibility in order for them to succeed in 
government services, commerce or industry, and teaching. Students 
who receive an associate degree in the Social and Behavioral 
Sciences typically continue their studies at a university to receive a 
bachelor’s degree in such disciplines as Anthropology, Child 
Development, Economics, Geography, History, Labor Studies, 
Political Science, Psychology, Social Work or Sociology.
